Kevlar Canoe Care 

· A canoe should never be on the ground or rocks with weight in it.  Load the canoe while floating.  Be sure the canoe is floating and clear of obstructions before you get. in.  Be prepared to get your feet wet.

· Stop the canoe before it touches shore.  Remove all gear and packs while the canoe is afloat.

· Do not run any rapids!  Always portage around when a portage is marked on your map.

· Do not drag canoes over beaver dams, logs or other obstructions.  Unload the canoe if necessary and lift it over or use a portage trail if marked.

· Proceed slowly through rocky waters.  Be prepared to fend off rocks or other obstructions with your bow paddle.  Stay a reasonable distance from shore to avoid hidden rocks.

· When the canoe is not in use the entire canoe must be out of the water.

· Store the canoe upside down, away from shore, out of the wind and tied to an immobile object overnight.

· Failure to follow these guidelines may result in damage to the canoe.

· You are responsible for the repair costs or replacement of any canoe that is damaged while in your possession.
